•	 Civic & Social Responsibility 

•  	 Environmental Awareness

The annual SAGE Business Plan 
Challenge can be a stand-alone 
activity for your students or can 
enhance other education pro-
grams your school may already 

have. By competing in this chal-
lenge, your students will discover the practical, real-
world value of all the subjects they study. 

Students will compete for thousands of dollars in prize 
money and get to travel to regional, national, and 
international conferences. Visit www. ohiosage.org to 
see how you can participate and earn great prizes for 
your students, school and yourself. 

SAGE gets your students engaged by creating a net-
work of educational, business, and community leaders. 
Students begin to form business ventures 
under the direction and guid-
ance of teacher advisors, 
SAGE Coordinators and the 
business community. 

SAGE encourages students 
to evaluate the skills/talents 
they possess and to begin to 
apply knowledge learned in your 
classroom.  Within SAGE, students 
design a plan outlining how their 
individual or team talents could be 
marketed through venture creation.  
During competition, students present 
their activities to peers and a panel of  judges. The 
SAGE Coordinator provides support to teams through-
out the process. 

In the Spring, your SAGE team will compete for the 
state title at a competition hosted by a university.  The 
winner of this competition receives an all-expenses-
paid trip to the SAGE USA Competition, where teams 
compete against other state champions. The winner 
of the SAGE USA Competition advances to the Annual 
SAGE World Cup.  SAGE is active in many countries 
around the world. 

Teachers who participate in the SAGE program gain power-
ful tools to motivate and inspire their students.  As a 
teacher advisor, you can:

•  Motivate students to learn in a fun, competitive 

way

• Apply classroom learning in practical ways

• Inspire students to broaden their horizons 

through an innovative,  global project

• Give students a chance to apply their skills 

• Help students improve their community 

directly and by setting an example for peers 

and adults
