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College of Business welcomes international exchange students fall quarter
Fall quarter sees the arrival of many new international students in the College of
Business. We will welcome 67 undergraduates who hail from partner schools in France,
Austria, Ireland, Canada and South Korea. The majority of the undergraduate students are
from Audencia, Nantes, School of Management. The group is particularly interesting this
autumn because several nations are represented, including Mali, Senegal, Togo, Morocco
and Switzerland. All the undergraduate international students will be taking upper-level
business classes, and perhaps an elective outside the College.

As many as 16 international students will begin the full-time MBA program in September
lending valuable cultural diversity to the class. Six are from partner institutions in France
and Germany, while the others are from places as far-flung as India, Brazil, Ethiopia, and
Romania. The MS-Accounting and MS-1S programs have also admitted 20 international
students in the autumn, so there will be quite an international atmosphere in CoB in the
coming months.

International programs update

The numbers of CoB students participating in study abroad give testimony to students’
realization that immersion in a different culture is an invaluable learning experience.
This month the Honors Plus pre-juniors return from their 4 week program in France,
Finland, the Netherlands, Switzerland and Germany and a group of MBAs will take part
in an international seminar in France and Spain. Fall quarter, a group of 10
undergraduates will study at Johannes Kepler University in Linz and one student will go
to University College Cork. Here in the College, a group of senior undergraduates will
take the International Business Capstone which includes video-conferenced lectures from
Université du Québec a Montréal and a four-day stay in Montreal at the beginning of the
quarter. During this visit, CoB students will meet their French-Canadian teammates and
begin work on a cross-cultural project. In total, about 100 students are involved in these
different programs.
