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Program Description:  The objective of the program is to provide students with a conceptual 

understanding of doing business globally by using Mexico as an example. Emphasis will be 

placed on how US businesses operate in central Mexico and in particular what it means to be a 

US citizen working abroad.  Students also gain an improved understanding of Mexican culture. 

 

The program combines company visits, university lectures, and guest speakers from industry 

along with cultural sightseeing.  All classes and presentations are given in English. Knowledge 

of Spanish is not necessary to participate in this program.   

 

Eligibility: All CoB/UC students who have completed MKTG280, INTB380, OM380, and  

MGMT380 before spring quarter 09. Applicants must be in good academic standing. 

 

Course Credit: 22 INTB 513 801 Study Abroad Mexico     4 credits  

Students are required to research and share information about Mexico before departure.  Upon 

their return to UC, they write a research paper and receive credit for a IB elective.   

 

Living Accommodations:  Students live with host families, who are located within easy 

commuting distance to the university.  Families provide two meals a day, linens and laundry 

service.  Living with families provides an opportunity to learn Mexican customs and to be fully 

immersed in a society rich in family values.  

 

Transportation:   The group flies from Cincinnati directly to Querétaro if seats are available.  If 

not, the group flies to Mexico City and takes the bus to Queretaro.

Background on Queretaro:  Querétaro is located in the center of Mexico about 125 miles north 

of Mexico City. Historically, Querétaro played an important role in Mexico’s independence and 

its lovely colonial center has been preserved.  In 1998, UNESCO named the Historic Monuments 

Zone as one of its World Heritage sites. At the same time, the municipality is a modern industrial 

center, home to more than 500 industrial companies. With four major industrial parks around the 

city, the area continues to grow and prosper.  Queretaro is also located near important 

archeological centers, such as Tula, Teotihuacan, and Ranas. Queretaro is considered one of the 

cleanest and safest cities in Mexico and visitors enjoy its temperate climate year around.
