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Where can you travel to Italy and earn 

college credit for it?  If you guessed the 

University of Cincinnati, then you are 

correct!  This summer, I was included 

in a group of about 23 students who 

visited this beautiful country.  We first 

took a quarter-long introductory class 

where we learned about the language, 

architecture, art, and customs 

associated with our intended 

destination.  Then we packed up and 

tested our knowledge first hand! 

 

This two-week excursion took us to 

most of the major cities in northern 

Italy: Venice, Verona, Milan, Siena, 

San Gimignano, Padova, Mantova, 

Mestre, Cremona, Bologna, as well as 

the first city and my favorite city we 

visited – Florence.

Florence, with a population 

approaching half a million people, is 

located in the North-Central part of 

Italy.  It is home to the famous 

Florence Duomo, Santa Croce, Uffizi 

Museum, and Academia Museum, 

where Michelangelo’s statue of David 

is found.  I liked Florence because it is 

oozing with culture; from the statues 

and fountains in the town square to the 

Italian natives running over pedestrians 

on bikes, it has it all. 

I especially liked haggling with street 

vendors.  The best method we found 

worked like this:  You first asked, 

“Quanto costa?” (which means “How 

much does it cost?”).  The vendor 

would then state the price.  You would 

follow by looking at the item for a little 

Bit, checking your pockets, and pulling 

out about half of the stated price for the 

item.  With a frown on your face, you 

would gesture that this was all the 

money that you had.  Eager to make a 

sale, the street vendor would usually 

accept the Euros in front of him.  

 

My favorite piece of art was Leonardo 

DiVinci’s Last Supper in Milan and my 

most memorable event was seeing the 

opera Aida in the Verona Arena, which 

is the biggest open-air opera-house in 

the world.  I also enjoyed taking the 

transportation in Italy, whether it is the 

subway in Milan, the train in Mestre, or 

vaporetto (like a water taxi) in Venice.

What made this trip a success was the 

wonderful planning by its College 

Conservatory of Music coordinators, 

Professors Kristy Nelson and Robert 

Zierolf.  They would show us the basic 

sites during the day, and afterward we  
were free to roam in the evening.  We 

would often learn more about the city 

from its people than what our 

guidebooks would show us.

(before or after our International trip), I 

would definitely recommend checking 

out the many programs UC has to offer 

through its Global Studies Center.  Not 

only are you traveling with a group of 

fellow students, but you are learning 

about the given region from an 

informed instructor.  If you want to 

explore the world, during college is the 

time to do it – the costs will be much 

cheaper when traveling in a group and 

the Global Studies office subsidizes a 

portion of your trip with a grant.   

 
Some tips I would give when visiting 

Italy would be to wear comfortable 

walking shoes, learn some basic Italian 

to converse with the natives (however 

many people do speak English), and eat 

as much food as you can!
