Rob Alpern of Eagle Realty Group addressed Alpha 
Rho Epsilon on Wednesday, November 12, 2008.  The 
purpose of the presentation was to introduce and 
inform the group of the new Great American Tower 
being constructed in Downtown Cincinnati.  He also 
discussed some of the prior local projects that Eagle 
Realty Group has been involved in, as well as his
 experiences in the real estate industry. 

Upon completion, Great American Tower will be the 
tallest and largest office building in downtown 
Cincinnati with 1,000,000 square feet; it will also 
feature a prominent main entry rotunda, a spacious 
interior promenade, and approximately 20,000 square 

feet of retail space.  The tower 
has been designed to achieve 
LEED certification and will 
become the first “green” office 
tower in the Cincinnati 
business district.  Mr. Alpern 
also addressed some issues 
developers encounter when  
dealing with large 
developments including the 
securing of financing and site 
topography. 
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Queen City Square Presentation

Dateline December14, 2008:
This winter Alpha Rho Epsilon toured New York City 
and visited some of the most fascinating real estate in 
the country.  Our trip began at the Ford Foundation 
headquarters, a non-profit organization that grants 
millions of dollars a year to various charities around 
the world. The building is architecturally impressive,   
inside and out, as it is the first office building in the 
country to dedicate a large portion of its interior space 
to an atrium garden. The students were provided a 
private tour of the facility, along with an introduction 
to the purpose and goals of the Foundation itself.  

The second tour of the trip included a visit to the S.L. 
Green Realty Corporation headquarters, located in 
the Graybar Building. S.L Green is a publically held 
real estate investment trust that owns and manages 
Manhattan office properties, and is the largest office 
landlord in New York City. The students met with the 
Director of Investment Management and were given 
a presentation describing S.L. Green’s history and 
investment strategy, the New York office market, and 
a description of their current projects.  

The students then met with Director of Research 
for Alliance of Downtown New York a non-profit 
organization that serves to benefit the community 
of Downtown-Lower Manhattan and manages the 
Business Improvement District (BID). The meeting 
at Downtown Alliance provided the students with an 
opportunity to learn about Business Improvement 
Districts and the role they serve in the city. 

The final stop of the trip was a visit with Silverstein 
Properties, a private tour of 7 World Trade Center 
and the Freedom Tower construction site. 7 World 
Trade Center is the first LEED certified office tower in 
New York City. Additionally, it is considered by many 
professionals to be one of the safest office towers in the 
country. The building incorporates many high-tech 
safety features and architectural innovations into its 
design and is one of the first of its kind. 

The trip to New York City gave the students an excellent 
opportunity to visit one of the largest cities in the 
world and learn about a fast-paced and competitive 
real estate market.
